In an article for Spirituality Health, UCC minister Rev. Mary Lee-Clark
writes about seeking after this spirit of Jesus in the church today. The
title of the piece is “If You Came to My Church...,” and her words made
me think of our church and what people see and feel when they visit

for the first time.

H#EVERYONE
IS WELCOME

She writes: “If you came to my church, you’d see the banner out front

with the silhouette of the Holy Family escaping to Egypt, with the
words over it, ‘Immigrants and Refugees Welcome.” You’d come in if you use a wheelchair or
walker, the space would be accessible to you. If you came to my church, you’d be welcomed,
greeted, and made to feel at home. If you came to my church, you might not know the first
song or hymn we sing, but you could join in with the three-year-old who loves to stay in
worship and sing, ‘Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star’ at the top of her lungs, while the rest of us are
singing whatever we’re singing. Our children are taught and encouraged to ask questions, to
wonder why or how, and to accept that sometimes ‘I don’t know — | wonder that too’ will be
the answer. If you came to my church, you’d have an opportunity to think back over your
week (or longer), to see how or whether you’ve wandered from your True Self, whether
you’ve contributed to the world’s sorrow, or just your neighbor’s, or just your own. If you
came to my church, you’d hear a couple of passages read from the Bible, and then you’d hear
a sermon that would draw on the latest in Biblical scholarship and commentaries... The pastor
might talk about something read in a Facebook post or based on a current event. You
wouldn’t have to simply believe or accept literally what the Bible passages say, but you’d be
given ways to understand their context and setting, and you’d explore how our
understandings may have evolved and be given new images and metaphors for the Divine
Reality. If you came to my church, you just might have to rethink your impression of who you

thought Christians were and what ‘going to church’ is all about. And you’d be welcome.”

How would you finish this sentence... “If you came to my church ?”
